119th AES CONVENTION, NEW YORK, NY, October 7, 2005 — XTA’s remarkably versatile new DP428 Audio Management System is bringing a big audio boost to the boardroom. PRG Audio (formerly ProMix Electrotec) in Las Vegas purchased four DP428’s and found that the system is an instant hit with large-scale corporate shows and presentations, such as annual shareholder meetings and product roll-outs. Most recently, the DP428’s were used on a Hewlett-Packard corporate event for complete audio system control.

“It’s become a hit with that market quickly,” comments Martyn “Ferrit” Rowe, Head of Audio Services for PRG Audio. And for good reason: the DP428’s comprehensive control capabilities enable corporate sound personnel to minimize clutter around the FOH console. “In conjunction with the XTA Walkabout, we can remotely locate the crossovers and that reduces the footprint of the console area, a big advantage on corporate productions,” Rowe explains. “Also, corporate shows require a lot of zone control, and the DP428 is fully digital-ready, with four input and eight outputs. That’s a lot of flexibility.” He references the DP428’s other features, including delays, limiters, a variable-state 31-band graphic EQ (hi-pass, lo-pass and elliptical filters, variable Q and phase filtering), a vastly improved menu system with shortcut keys and intuitive operation. “When you touch the input gain control, it tells you which output it’s driving with LED lights,” Rowe continues. “That’s important on a complex show with multi-channel speaker control.”

Music tours will be the next domain the DP428 will conquer with PRG Audio — Rowe expects several tours will take them out this year and next. “We’ve really kicked the tires on the DP428 and it’s come out a winner in every aspect, everything a speaker processor should be and more,” Rowe confirms. “And it’s a cool purple color.”
