In fact, adds DeVore, “The XTA C2 ended a long search for a clean, punchy, and tight bass compressor.” The XTA SiDD system has become his “kick and snare” combination in a single box when recording and mixing music, as well as his de-esser, his EQ, and a range of other processing functions. In addition, the SiDD performs well in every live application, such as its use processing the audio from lavalier microphones on a recent MSNBC remote project that TSC handled. “It’s replaced a lot of other boxes for me and given me much better quality at the same time,” DeVore comments.





The flexibility offered by XTA signal processors is becoming more widely realized throughout other branches of the sound business. “XTA is well known in the live sound business, and in the installed sound business, but it’s been a well-kept secret in music recording,” observes David Fishbein, President of Huntington Beach, CA-based Apex Audio, which supplied TSC with the XTA processors. “Well, that’s changing fast.
